Spelling and maths homework will be sent out on a weekly basis. Please encourage your child to complete these tasks to the best of their ability.

In Year 4, it's essential that pupils practice their times tables regularly. We recommend that they use Times Table Rockstars to complete 3 sounds checks per week. We also have weekly times table challenges in school, which your child can participate in.

To foster a love for learning, please encourage your child to engage in some creative work outside of school. Our curriculum overview is available to help you research topics and ideas that interest them.
